2010 College Grants to Four Local Students
Winners To Be Honored By City’s Mayor and Council on June 7
ROCKVILLE, Md., June 1, 2010 – Four students displaying exceptional academic careers and unique extracurricular involvement have been named winners of college scholarship grants by the Rockville Scholarship Foundation. Diana Lugo, Marianne Mullan, Ana Beatriz Ordonez and Daniel Veizaga-Udaeta will each receive $2,000 toward higher-education costs at academic institutions they have selected. 
The Foundation, created in 1985, is a partnership of the Rockville Chamber of Commerce, the City of Rockville and Montgomery College-Rockville. Since its inception, the foundation has granted more than 150 scholarships worth nearly $200,000 to Rockville students pursuing post-secondary education. 
The 2010 winners are:

Diana M. Lugo of Silver Spring, a Montgomery College Rockville student majoring in Early Education with a focus on Special Education and Spanish. At 42, Lugo decided to return to school to complete her higher-education while also continuing to support her family as a single parent of two teenage girls and a youth counselor at her church.
Marianne McHale Mullan, a City of Rockville resident who will be graduating with a 4.0 GPA from Montgomery College. She will attend Franciscan University of Steubenville this fall, where she plans to complete her B.S. in Mental Health and Human Services and a Masters Degree in Counseling.  Throughout her academic career, Mullan has received numerous honors and awards including a 6-time recipient of the U.S. President’s Gold Volunteer Service award for more than 1,150 volunteer service hours. She is an active Maryland 4-H member, actress and ballet dancer.
Ana Beatriz Ordonez is a City of Rockville resident and student at Rockville High School. She will attend the University of Maryland, College Park in the fall where she plans to major in Education. She discovered her passion for teaching while volunteering at Maryvale Elementary School in the Hispanic Outreach program, where she tutored first through sixth graders for three years. While at Rockville High School, she has been named to the honor roll for all four years, she was a member of the Girls’ Junior Varsity Soccer Team and also is an award-winning writer for the school’s newspaper.

Veizaga-Udaeta is a native of Bolivia who plans to become a dentist to benefit his community, where he noticed many people who suffer from misplace teeth, cleft lips and problems with their teeth due to cavities or dental fractures.
The 2010 winners will be honored on Monday, June 7, by Rockville’s Mayor and Council and leaders of the Rockville Chamber of Commerce, Montgomery College- Rockville and the Rockville Scholarship Foundation at the Mayor and Council’s televised public meeting at 7 p.m. at Lincoln Park Community Center at 357 Frederick Ave, Rockville.
 “I have been deeply moved by the difference the Rockville Scholarship Foundation makes in the lives of students and families in our community,” said John Moser, president of RSF. “We are very proud of these four youth and know they will make great contributions to our society.” 
Applications were reviewed by a blue-ribbon panel of judges after the April 16 deadline based on five categories — academic standing, integrity and character, community involvement, school activities and need. All honorees reside within the corporate city limits of the City of Rockville, attend Rockville, Richard Montgomery or Wootton High Schools, or are college students attending Montgomery College-Rockville campus. 
The Foundation is a not-for-profit, charitable organization under section 501c (3) of the IRS Code. Eligibility is open to residents in the corporate limits of Rockville; students attending a Rockville high school; and Montgomery College students (Rockville). The Foundation is administered by a volunteer 13-member Board of Directors. The Board decides policy, formulates fundraising, and is responsible for the award process.
